Dee 

has been a volunteer 4-H leader, assistant superintendent, and 

her and Ralph have helped with numerous special 4-H events, 

Leaders Banquets, the Gala Event, Sportsmanôs Pentathalon, and so much more.  Dee understood the 4-H 

mission, she believed that 4-H and FFA and a solid Agriculture and Home Economist base simply helped 

our youth become better adults.  She was strong, caring, tough, kind, hard working, and supportiveðshe 

was an icon at the Deschutes County Fair and as part 

of the 4-H family.
